Possible Itinerary for the week
Sunday - Depart Lobley Hill Primary School at 9.00 a.m. by coach to Harwich.  There will be a stop for lunch, giving you the opportunity to buy food.  Overnight ferry to Esbjerg at 5.45 p.m. sharing 2/3 berth cabin.  We are stay in the Commodore Class which offers free drinks and nibbles (you can choose an option to eat in the downstairs restaurant at approx £30 per person).

Monday– Free continental breakfast is available in commodore class or cooked breakfast is available in the downstairs restaurant (both free of charge).  Arrival in Esbjerg at 1p.m. where a coach will pick us up and transfer us our accommodation in Ribe http://www.ribe-byferie.dk/ where everyone will be allocated shared self catering accommodation with breakfast included.  The rest of the afternoon and evening is free in Ribe.

Tuesday - 7.30 a.m. leave for a primary school and kindergarten visit.  Evening is free in Ribe.
Wednesday - 8.00 a.m. visit to an outdoor learning centre as well as a visit to a forest kindergarten.  Evening free.
Thursday - 8.00 a.m. visit only to Kindergarten and primary school.  Lunch at Esjberg University Vest then afternoon free in Esbjerg.  Return journey home - Depart Esbjerg 5.45 p.m. and arrive Harwich Friday 12 noon.  We are staying in the Commodore Class which offers free drinks and nibbles (you can choose an option to eat in the downstairs restaurant at approx £30 per person). 

Coach to Lobley Hill arrive after 8 p.m. approx. on Friday evening.
Insurance will be purchased for the who group unless you have individual medical conditions in which case you will need to purchase your own.
